In 1929, Reverend Harold Edwardson established a soup kitchen 
in Edmonton’s inner-city serving meals to hundreds of people 
struggling with unemployment and homelessness at the onset of 
the Great Depression. Today, Hope Mission has grown into a not-
for-profit Christian social care agency caring for impoverished 
and homeless men, women and children in Alberta. Our desire is 
to provide compassionate care and hope to hurting, hungry, and 
homeless people.

•	 Provide basic and emergency care to more than 800 people 
•	 Serve roughly 1700 meals 
•	 Shelter more than 600 people
